PASSPORT, VISA, AND ENTRY 

International travelers must have a valid passport to enter the United States.  Passports must be 
valid at least six months beyond the date of travel to the United States. 
 
Visas 
A visitor (temporary) visa will be required of all visitors to enter the United States (with the 
exception of Canada and the nations that are part of the “Visa Waiver Program” (VWP)).  For more 
information on the VWP, please visit: VWP Nations or to determine if you require a visa to travel to 
the United States, please visit: usembassy.gov.   
 
ESTA (Electronic Security Travel Authorization) 
All Visa Waiver Program travelers must complete the Form I-94W electronically in advance of 
travel.

ARRIVAL INFORMATION 

Los Angeles International Airport (LAX) 
LAX is located approximately 17 miles / 27 km southwest of the JW Marriott L.A. LIVE.  The travel 
time from the airport to the hotel is approximately 30 minutes.
